To date, BHL’s collections include over 52 million pages, which comprise over 120,000 titles and over 203,000 volumes. Another major service that BHL provides is taxonomic name recognition. Our primary audience is scientists and taxonomists, who are especially interested in locating material related to specific species or taxa. Using Global Names recognition and discovery tools and services powered by Global Names Architecture, BHL indexes the scientific names on the pages in the books in our collections and then allows users to search on those names to find content of interest. By searching on a taxonomic name in BHL, users can retrieve a bibliography listing all mentions of that name throughout BHL’s collections. To date, we’ve indexed over 176 million instances of taxonomic names throughout the collection. As previously mentioned, we also work with rights holders to secure permission to digitize in-copyright content in BHL. To date, we’ve received permission for over 615 in-copyright titles, amounting to agreements with over 260 licensors.

BHL is funded by a variety of sources. The Smithsonian Libraries receives an annual federal allocation to support the Program Manager and part of the Program’s Director’s salary. BHL Members and Affiliates contribute annual dues to support BHL’s operating expenses. Members contribute $10,000 in annual dues, and Affiliates contribute $1,000 in annual dues. Some institutions also receive funding from institutional endowments to support their activities in BHL. BHL has also received various grants that helped support BHL’s initial development and various projects over the past ten years. User donations, which typically amount to several thousand dollars each year, also support activities such as digitization, and sales from BHL’s CafePress store are used exclusively to fund digitization at Member institutions. Additionally, BHL’s Partners contribute their own funds and staff in the form of institutional subventions and in-kind contributions to support BHL.

Here is a summary of the cash and in-kind contributions that BHL’s Members and Affiliates contributed in calendar year 2016. The value of institutional staff time committed to BHL activities in 2016 was $1,424,792.54, and other expenses supported by Members and Affiliates in 2016 amounted to $392,751.28. One of BHL’s most popular social media sites is our Flickr. Our collections are filled with millions of stunning scientific illustrations. In order to make it easier to users to explore these images, we make them available in Flickr. To date, we have over 110,500 images in Flickr, and these images have been viewed over 249 million times. Flickr also provides a citizen science opportunity for us. In order to make the images more discoverable, we ask our community to add tags to these images that indicate the species depicted. To date, over 33,200 images have been tagged by volunteers, amounting to 30% of the total Flickr collection. These tags not only mean that users can search for images of specific species, but they also allow us to share these resources with other databases – for instance, the Encyclopedia of Life (EOL). EOL is an online encyclopedia dedicated to creating a web page for every species. BHL has partnered with EOL since the beginning of our library. One of the ways that we share content with EOL is through these image tagging activities. EOL automatically ingests any images in the BHL Flickr that have been tagged with a scientific name machine tag and associates them with the corresponding species page in EOL. To date, over 18,000 of our tagged images have been ingested into EOL. This allows our resources to be exposed to a whole new audience through EOL, and also enhances EOL with rich visual content. We encourage you to check out our Flickr at flickr.com/biodivlibrary – after all, in 2015 Wired listed it as one of the 27 must-follow feeds in the world of science.

Etymology. The new species is named after the Biodiversity Heritage Library (www.biodiversitylibrary.org) to
thank the multitude of rare literature made available to us. The name “biheli” is an acronym derived from the name
Blodiversity HEritage Llbrary.
